art as a kid, | didn't reallgtart again
till my mid thirties....at first start-
ing in oils, then later acrylics.
Then my work started selling and
I was doing commissions. I love to
paint old houses, flowers, ani-
mals, boats, and seascapes as
well as landscapes.

In 1997 I had a health scare and
didn't paint for three years, but
then decided to learn and experi-
ment with watercolors, and loved
the excitement and unpredictabil-
ity of them, even though it was
the total opposite technique to
oils and acrylics.

Again [ started selling my work,
and taking commissions and
winning prizes, until I had to look
after my dad when he was ill and
then my husband, before they
both passed away within 18
months of each other.

I
started playing with pastels, col-
our pencils and charcoal which
also was so much fun! I took
drawing classes, did workshops,
and watched demonstrations, try-
ing to learn as much as I could to

when I can, and have started doing
some plein air painting after a long
break.
